5+ AIRCRAFT
Defense Supplies will provide initially at least two alreraft,

and to the extent permitted by the necessities of the United States
Government, such replacements of such alreraft due to damage in or
in transit to Peru and such additional aireraft as it deems necessary
to um out the sald rubber development program. ©Such alroraft shall
be operated by Defense Supplies or leased, chertered or sold to persons

ports Defense Supplies may terminate this agreement if in its Jjudg-
ment the continuation thereof is no longer essential to the rubber
development program or if other circumstances make such termination

desireble.
